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Mindful of the lit image, embodied energy and energy in
use for the exhibition, we considered both light and dark as
essential factors in the visitor experience of the galleries.
Artificial light is kept to a minimum, while light trespass is
controlled from area to area, particularly adjacent to digital
displays.
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With most of the pieces located in discrete 'pocket' Rather than adding extra light, tonal shifts in the
spaces created within the Curve Gallery, we worked with background wall colours allow the intensity and level of
an overarching concept of a gradient of light across the contrast to be dialled up (or down) as appropriate to the
journey through the exhibition, adding emphasis at artwork while using minimal energy.

transitions, entrances and exits to aid orientation.
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
