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Designed to reveal the iconic architecture and to support
the intuitive wayfinding that the architectural planning
provides, our lighting design creates a calm experience for
passengers.
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Our solution to these constraints was ingenious and
simple. We devised a unique suspended mirror reflector
system that allowed us to both illuminate the floor plane,
and to provide a rhythmical glow to the roofs dynamic,
undulating form.

For the lower areas, a special wide circular ceiling
luminaire known as ‘the wok’ was developed, drawing the
eye away from the concrete soffit and services above,
negating the need for a suspended ceiling and resulting
in significant financial savings.
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
